Planning authorization for two signs, one measuring up to 20 square feet and the second 
measuring up 4 square feet.  Approved signs are to be constructed from marine grade 
plywood and be painted.  Use of neon or phosphorescent paints is not permitted as per 
CBMC 17.56.030(I).  Largest letter height is not to exceed 12 inches.  Building permit is
requirement for placement of signs over a doorway, signage not placed over a doorway
does not require a building permit.  

Use of a temporary banner sign not to exceed the 4x5 foot (20 square feet) primary sign
area is permitted for up to 60 days by this permit.
